	The HEP program, established in 1967, is designed to assist migrant students obtain the equivalent of a secondary school diploma and subsequently find employment, be placed in an institution of higher education, or other postsecondary education or training.  CAMP, established in 1972, assists migrant students with academic, personal, and financial support during their first year of college. Since their inception, both programs have achieved impressive success rates.


Proposal Format & Selection Criteria
	Workshop Topics
	The following tracks have been selected to stimulate interactive discussions for all attendees: Administration, Advising/Retention, Instruction/Curriculum, OME, Recruitment, Other Topics.

	Workshop Schedule & Duration
	All workshops are 75 minutes in length unless special requests are made for a longer period of time.  Each presenter must be willing to present at any time during the conference as scheduled by the program committee.  Regular workshops will be scheduled Monday, November 6th through Wednesday, November 8th.  Pre-conference workshops will be scheduled for Sunday, November 5th. No special requests to present on certain days and times can be guaranteed.

	Relevant  Workshops
	The proposal and presentation should be consistent with the topic areas outlined above.  The title, objectives and content should be clear.  The committee will evaluate proposals based on

· importance and relevance to the audience, 

· expertise of presenters, and 

· quality of the presentation

Requirements 
	1. Presentations should demonstrate and exemplify scientifically-based best practices in education and support programs for migrant students.  

2. All presenters are expected to have handouts for distribution to participants and should be prepared to distribute up to 40 sets.

	Workshop Objective
	The expected outcome(s) should be explicitly stated.



	Abstract
	The description of the presentation provided on the proposal form must be fully and logically developed.  It should summarize outcomes of processes described, and refer to presentation techniques.  The abstract should be at least 75 and no more than 150 words in length, clearly written and should provide an accurate description of the presentation.

	Presentations delivered in Spanish must be accompanied by Spanish language handouts.
